| What is a Vessel Safety
. [ Check? A Vessel Safety Check is
'\ |a FREE bow to stern inspection of

Safety Examiner from the U.S.
| Coast Guard Auxiliary. It's your
best way to learn about potential
problems that might put you in
violation of state or federal boating laws or, worse,
create danger for you or your passengers on the wa-
ter. Things can go wrong on the water with danger-
ous, even fatal, results. That's why the U.S. Coast
Guard recommends that you get a Vessel Safety
Check every year. Your only risk is not having one.
Vessel examiners issue no citations. There are no
penalties for not successfully completing a Vessel
Safety Check. Vessel examiners provide you with a
copy of the Vessel Safety Check form allowing you to
make the recommended safety improvements and
corrections at your own discretion. While having a
current Vessel Safety Check decal won't necessarily
preclude boardings by law enforcement authorities, it
can give you confidence that such encounters are as
positive as possible. Need another reason? Many
marine insurance companies offer premium discounts
for boats that successfully pass a Vessel Safety
Check! How It Works: A vessel Safety Examiner will
meet you at your boat at a pre-arranged time or at a
Vessel Safety Check event. Many marinas sponsor a
Vessel Safety Check day or many U.S. Coast Guard
Auxiliary flotillas sponsor Vessel Safety Check events
at popular boat launch ramps. The Examiner will
check for the presence and condition of approximately
fifteen items required by state and federal regulations.
Additionally, they will discuss items that are recom-
mended but not required and answer your questions
about boating safely. A typical Vessel Safety Check
takes approximately twenty minutes. At the conclu-
sion of the examination, you'll receive a copy of the
Vessel Safety Check form and, if your vessel success-
fully meets all the requirements, a decal will be pre-
sented on the spot. The decal is displayed in a promi-
nent location on the port side of your vessel and indi-
cates that your boat successfully passed a Vessel
Safety Check examination for the current calendar
year. How Do | Sign Up? Watch for notices of a Ves-
sel Safety Check day at your marina or contact your
local U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary Flotilla to arrange an
individual appointment with a Vessel Examiner.

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PHILANTHROPY MADE EASY

It's a catchy title for this
column but if you have ever
been part of a group having to
¥ | choose among which deserving
& | organizations to allocate funds,
then you know philanthropy is
not easy. Sometimes the hardest
part is just coming up with the
parameters by which the deci-
sion will be made. To that end, below is a draft of why
MHSA wants to establish a giving-program. Follow-
ing, are the “criteria for giving,” and ten questions to
ponder. Hopefully these will be food for thought and
help shape our discussion at the 2008 Annual Meet-
ing. Please send your remarks, and any other ideas,
directly to the Commodore - Jerry. The Board will be
meeting prior to the Annual Meeting and may tweak
this further based on input it receives. We see this
effort as not only a way for our association to express
our appreciation to those that help make our sailing
experiences so treasured, but also a way for us to set
an example for other sailing groups. Perhaps we will
start a trend among sailing associations and others
will follow our lead? While many sailors are generous
in their individual giving, by pooling our resources we
can have a greater impact.

Criteria for Giving

Explanation: In recognition that participation in
programs outside of school can have a life-changing
impact on youngsters, and out of a desire to give back
to the region that has brought us so much pleasure,
the MHSA's charitable gift program has been estab-
lished for the benefit of Maine kids who come from
situations where access to educational programs re-
lated to the waters and/or islands of the coast of
Maine is limited due to economic, physical, or social
barriers. [*The concept of "social change philan-
thropy" sets our giving proposal apart from straight
"charitable giving". The former is along the lines of
"teaching the person to fish" where charitable giving
provides the fish to prevent starvation. Both types of
giving are valid and necessary.] To be considered,
our organization must answer the following questions:

1. Is it necessary to restrict our giving to a
nonprofit?

2. Do you agree that targeting "disadvantaged
youth" is a good focus for this effort?

3. If so, should we specify an age range?
Would you want to extend "kids" to young adults -- say
up to age 21 or older?

4. Do you agree that our giving must support a
coastal Maine program connected with sailing or the
sea?

5. Does the criteria listed above, “programs
that work to preserve and/or maintain the uniqueness,

traditions and/or culture associated with the Maine
coast" leave room for programs that may interest you?

6. Rather than kids' programs, per se, are you
more interested in focusing on historic preservation
and/or environmental organizations - several of which
have been mentioned in discussions to date?

7. Are you looking to support a year-round
ongoing organization or will you be satisfied with an
organization that offers one or two-week summer ex-
periential learning programs?

8. Would you like to see us have more
"hands-on" relationship in our donation: an example,
Make-A-Wish - offer a 1/2 day on the water?

9. Would you prefer for us to pick something
that we would continue with from year to year or do
you see us picking a new organization each year?

10. What kind of recognition from the recipient
organization should MHSA expect?

Educational programs for young people:

e Ocean Classroom Foundation, Boothbay Harbor.

e The Compass Point Project, Portland ME ("The
kids build the boat...and the boat builds the kid").

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COD END MATRIARCH AT
TENANT’S HARBOR DIES

UNEXPECTEDLY

Some of you will remember her
from Tenant'sHarbor. She ran the Cod
End Restaurant at the head of the harbor,
and was a respected, gruff, but nice lady.

She had set up a few Captain’s
Meetings for us, over the years’, with coffee and
shacks and sold us those wonderful, yet commorative,
T-shirts (I wear mine frequently). Mrs. Miller passed
away during the off-season in November. | will always
remember her as the lady who asked us if we were
going to Damariscove Island. Apparently, her
daughter lived out there and Mrs. Miller wanted us to
deliver the mail to the island at the time.

Her obituary from the Rockland Courier Ga-
zette:

Anne Whitehouse Miller, 80, died unexpect-
edly at her home Nov. 26, 2007. She was born in
Great Barrington, Mass., Aug. 4, 1927. She spent her
early years in Great Barrington, where she attended
local schools. As a teen she moved with her family to
Stockbridge, Mass., where she attended Northfield
School for Girls, graduating in 1945.

Having summered many years at Cape Por-
poise, she moved there in 1947. In the fall of 1945 she
began studies at Colby College, where she earned a
bachelor's degree in 1949. At Colby she met her fu-
ture husband who was also a student at that institu-
tion.

On Dec. 31, 1947, she married Carlton D.
Miller at Cape Porpoise. As they were both still work-
ing toward their degrees, the couple's first home was
at Colby College in Waterville. Graduating in 1949,
they moved to South Portland, where Mr. Miller began
his career as a teacher at South Portland High School.

Two years later, they again made their home
in Cape Porpoise. For 14 years, she taught at Kenne-
bunkport Consolidated School. While serving as an
educator, she also raised her nine children and, in
1967, earned her master's degree in education from
the University of Southern Maine.

Following her husband's retirement from
South Portland High School, the Millers moved to Ten-
ants Harbor. For more than 33 years, she owned and

operated the Cod End Fish Market at Tenants Harbor.
Serving the recreational boating community, the Cod
End became a landmark on the coast of Maine. In the
summer, the Cod End also served as a focal point for
many daily family gatherings. One of her favorite say-
ings is carved on a board in the Cod End: "The family
that works together..."

Hard-working and passionate about doing her
very best, she expected as much from others as she
demanded from herself. Coupled with her strong work
ethic was her strong sense of selflessness. She was
described by her children as always there for each child
whatever their needs may be. In addition to those
traits, many would say that she was fiercely independ-
ent and often preferred to do things herself. She con-
sidered her family to be her greatest joy and accom-
plishment.

She is survived by her husband of 60 years,
Carlton; her children and their spouses, Dan W. and
Pauline Miller, Anne Miller, Peter M. and Ruth Miller,
Susan Miller, Hale W. Miller, Ira M. "Tad" and Julie
Miller, all of Tenants Harbor, Heidi E. and John
Michaels of Portland, and Sky M. and Barry Ryan of
Durham, N.H.; a sister, Sky Pennel, of Mapleton, Ore..;
and two brothers, Arnold A. Whitehouse and his wife,
Eleanor, and Edward H. Whitehouse and his wife,
Susan, all of Cape Porpoise; 14 grandchildren, 12
great-grandchildren; four step-grandchildren; and many
nieces and nephews.

Four of her children are running the restaurant
so they'll still be there doling out the Miller family
hospitality this summer. !
